Parents and families will be kept up to date throughout the year of planned activities by way of 
social media.  

The 
Charleston High School realizes that communication with parents is an important facet in their 
child's academic success. 

The Charleston High School will host two parent teacher conferences, one in the fall and one in 
the spring.
